Whichever way you approach Wembley, you can't fail to
notice the difference in the new stadium. Whether it's
the spectacular arch or the revamped underground
station, a lot has changed. From the fantastic view from
your seat (with more legroom than the old Royal Box] to
the retractable roof, everything at Wembley is bigger
and better. Designed so that the pitch is open to the
elements, the roof can be closed during bad weather to
keep spectators dry. Acoustics-wise, the roof ‘throws’
sound towards the pitch, so your vocal encouragement
could have an even greater influence.

All the bars on the concourses are named after iconic
years in Wembley's history. Of particular interest for
Rugby League fans are the two bars recalling the sport’s
defining moments here. On the Level One concourse
there is the 1994 bar, called ‘The Rugby League
Challenge Cup Final - The Greatest Ever Try".
Surrounding the bar area are images of Martin Offiah's
legendary try during the Wigan v Leeds Challenge Cup
final that year. On Level 5, the "1929 - The First Rugby
League Challenge Cup’ bar, has images of the first Cup
final at Wembley between Wigan and Dewsbury.
